1.3 All Tournaments will be contested in Open Grades.
1.4 Respective Sports Management Committees of the HKSSRC will decide the selection
criteria.
1.5 Points will be scored towards the “Outstanding School Award in Jing Ying Team
Tournaments” as follows:
1.5.1 Only performances in Teams Tournaments including Athletics(Team),
Basketball, Badminton(Team), Cross Country(Team), Football (Boys only),
Handball and VVolleyball Jing Ying Tournaments shall count. Boys and Girls
will be awarded individually.
1.5.2 Scoring System : All participating schools will receive one additional point
» Athletics(Team), Badminton(Team), Cross Country(Team), Football
(Boys only), Handball and Volleyball

1.5.3 If there are two 3" places in the Tournament, the total scores of 3rd and 4th
positions will be divided by two and each school will receive 4.5 points.

1.5.4 In case of a tie on total scores, the school with greater number of champions
will be placed in the higher place. Should the tie still persist, the number of
runners-up will be counted and the same applies thereafter.

2) Seeding Arrangement

2.1 Table Tennis (A maximum of 16 seeding positions and 8 seeding positions will be
allotted to singles and doubles events respectively. The Table Tennis Technical
and Selection Sub-committee reserves the right to make all final seeding
decisions.)

A) Singles Event - according to the following sequence :
Al). Ranking top 8 positions of singles event from last year’s Tournament.
A2). Ranking top 8 positions of singles event of Hong Kong, China Table
Tennis Association (HKCTTA) *
A3). Ranking 9™-16™ positions of singles event from last year’s Tournament.
A4). Ranking first 100 positions of singles event of HKCTTA. *
Remarks: 1. For players who are promoted from primary section to secondary
section NO consideration will be taken of their previous year’s result.
2. Players who belong to the same school will be allotted separately in
upper and lower tiers by drawing lots.




B) Doubles Event - according to the following sequence :
B1). If the doubles pairing is the same as last year
a) Ranking top 8 positions of doubles event from last year’s Tournament.
b) Ranking first 50 positions of doubles event of HKCTTA. *

B2). If the doubles pairing is different from last year (the pairs with higher
total scores will be seeded first. If two or more pairings have the same
score, the pairing with the highest individual score will be seeded.)

a) Ranking top 16 positions of singles event from last year’s Tournament.
b) Ranking first 100 positions of singles event of HKCTTA.*
Remark: No seeding will be made if no teams meet these criteria.

Note: 1) * Ranking of HKCTTA Singles Event (U21)/ Doubles Event (counting to the
nearest date of 1 September 2024).
2) All participating schools are responsible for providing correct information and
proof for seeding consideration while handing in the entry form. Lack of proof
or incorrect data entry will be treated as forfeit of seeding position.

2.2 Badminton (A maximum of 16 seeding positions and 8 seeding positions will be
allotted to singles and doubles events respectively. The Badminton Technical and
Selection Sub-committee reserves the right to make all final seeding decisions.)
A) Singles Event - according to the following sequence :

Al). Ranking top 8 positions of singles event from last year’s Tournament.
A2). Ranking 9"-16" positions of singles event from last year’s Tournament.
A3). Ranking top 8 positions of singles event (Current year’s Open Grade of
Badminton Association of Hong Kong, China (BAHKC)) :-
a). HK Annual Badminton Championships
b). HK Youth Badminton Championships
Remarks: 1. For players who promote from primary section to secondary section
NO consideration will be taken of their previous year’s results.
2. Players who belong to the same school will be allotted separately in
upper and lower tiers by drawing lots.

B) Doubles Event - according to the following sequence :
B1). If the pairing is the same as last year: ranking top 8 positions of doubles
event of last year’s Tournament shall be count.
B2). If the pairing is different from last year, will count the best results of :
a). Both players ranking in top 8 positions in singles events of last year’s
Tournament.
b). Ranking top 8 positions of doubles event (Same pairing of Current
Year’s Open Grade of BAHKC):-
1). HK Annual Badminton Championships
2). HK Youth Badminton Championships
Remark: 1. No seeding will be made if no teams meet these criteria.
Note: All participating schools are responsible for providing correct information and
proof for seeding consideration while handing in the entry form. Lack of proof or
incorrect data entry will be treated as forfeit of seeding position.

2.3 Badminton (Team), Volleyball and Football (24 teams — 12 teams each from
HKSSRC and ACs of NT)
2.3.1 8 seeding places evenly allotted to HKSSRC and 6 ACs of NT
> For HKSSRC




Badminton (Team) : Top 4 teams of current year Division I
competition, will be seeded with reference to last year’s Jing Ying
Tournament results.  Should any seeded teams withdraw from the
competition, the seeding place will be substituted by the subsequent
team(s) in the same Division. The teams of the same Region will be
evenly drawn to compete in upper and lower tiers.

Volleyball and Football : Top 4 teams of current year Division |
competition be seeded. Should any seeded teams withdraw from the
competition, the seeding place will be substituted by the subsequent
team(s) in the same Division.

» For ACs of NT
4 out of the Champion teams of the 6 respective Area Committees will
be seeded based on the top 8 positions of last year’s Jing Ying
Tournament, otherwise, drawing of lots will be arranged. Should any
seeded teams withdraw from the competition, the seeding place will be
substituted by the subsequent team(s) in the same A/C.
2.3.2 Besides the 8 seeded places, the other places will be evenly allotted to the
teams of HKSSRC and 6 ACs of NT by drawing lots.
2.3.3 Teams from the HKSSRC and ACs of NT will, where possible, be allotted to
compete with each other in the first round competition.
2.3.4 Teams from the same divisions or areas will, where possible, be allotted to
compete separately in upper and lower tiers of the knock out table.

2.4 Basketball (24 teams — 12 teams each from HKSSRC and ACs of NT)
2.4.1 6 Top Teams of HKSSRC and ACs of NT will be seeded and allotted to Six
Different Groups. 2 HKSSRC teams and 2 ACs of NT teams will be allotted
to each group.

» For HKSSRC

a. Top 4 teams in current year Division I competition, and Top 2 teams
in current year Division II will be allotted to the Six different Groups
with reference to last year’s Jing Ying’s Tournament results.

b. The rest of the 6 teams will be drawn to the Six different Groups.

C. Should any seeded teams withdraw from the competition, the
seeding place will be substituted by the subsequent team(s) from the
same Regions. Teams from the same Regions will not compete in
the same Group.

»> For ACs of NT

a. With reference to last year’s Jing Ying’s Tournament Results, each
top team from 6 respective Area Committees of the current year
inter-secondary schools competition will be allotted to the Six
different Groups.

b. Each 2nd Place Team from 6 respective Area Committees of the
current year inter-secondary schools competition will be drawn to
the Six different Groups.

Cc. Should any seeded teams withdraw from the competition, the
seeding place will be substituted by the subsequent team(s) in the
same ACs of NT. Teams from same ACs of NT will not compete
in the Same Group.

2.5 Handball

2.5.1 4 seeding positions will be allotted to the respective Division of HKSSRC and
ACs of NT based on the results of last year’s Jing Ying Tournament.

2.5.2 Allocation will then be arranged according to the current year’s inter-school
competition result of respective Division of HKSSRC and ACs of NT.

2.5.3 The Champion teams of the HKSSRC and ACs of NT will not be drawn to
compete with each other in the first round competition.

2.5.4 Teams from the HKSSRC and ACs of NT will, where possible, be allotted to
compete with each other in the first round competition.

2.5.5 Teams from the same divisions or areas will, where possible, be allotted to
compete separately in upper and lower tiers of the knock out table.

Hong Kong, China Schools Teams Competitions

HKSSF’s various Technical and Selection Sub-committee panels will select outstanding
athletes from respective Jing Ying Tournaments, by selection trials or self-reported results, to
form the Hong Kong, China School Teams. Details of the selections will be notified to all
member schools in due course.

(1) Asian School Championships

Hosted by members of Asian School Sport Federation, sports categorized in A,B,C three
roups with four sports in a group, each sport will be hosted once every three years:
